Nominations and Elections 

 
All elections in Chinese School shall be supervised by the Executive Council. Elections will be held in the spring of the 
school year previous to the year in which the elected officials will serve in September, at the beginning of the school 
year. Please note that the candidate must be in seventh grade or be going into seventh grade in the following school 
year. 
 
1) The candidates must submit a brief self-introduction in either English or Chinese to the Executive Council. The 
Application letter also should explain why and how the candidate wishes to serve as a member in SGA of OCCS.  
 
2) Applications for members of the Executive Council (President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and other 
Parliamentarian) shall consist of a petition signed by at least 10 students from any class in Chinese School. Candidates 

may not count their own signature as one of the 10 signatures they are required to accumulate.  (See P7)

3) A copy of the student’s most recent report card on which they maintained a 90 GPA or a cumulative 90 GPA, an overall 
A conduct average, student classroom Chinese teacher recommendation, student signature, and parent/guardian 
signature. 
 

4) The candidate will be required to be interviewed by the Student Government members of that year. the Government 
members will ask a few questions to determine whether or not the candidate is fit to be in the Government. 
 

Duties and responsibilities 

  
President: The President shall serve as primary spokesperson for and representative of the Association as well as the 
student body: bear primary 
responsibility for the execution of all Association directives, chair and conduct all meetings of the Association. 
 

Vice-President: The Vice-President will assist the president in the fulfillment of the duties of President; shall be 
responsible for communication between the student body and the Association. 
 

Secretary: The Secretary shall be the primary administrator of the Association, keep records of all actions taken by the 
Association; maintain and promulgate minutes and update the calendar, as well as maintain a record of attendance for all 
meetings. They shall maintain electronic mailing lists, compile agendas, and distribute and keep a copy of the Bylaws 
throughout the academic year. The secretary will work alongside the historian to provide reports for the OCCA 
newsletter. 
 

Treasurer: The Treasurer shall implement procedure, which ensures fair and timely funding of student activities; 
administer and monitor the budget of the Association, be the primary financial officer of the Association, and provide 
financial reports at every meeting. 
 

 External and Internal Public Relations Officers: Both of officers shall serve as advisor to the President regarding the 
Association’s communication 
with media publications. They shall also address all student correspondence. 
 

Historian: Historian has the responsibility of keeping reports of every action the SGA has taken. The historian will work 
alongside the secretary to provide reports for the OCCA newsletter. The historian will also remind government members 
of previous decisions to influence future decisions.
